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Addendum D - Restoration of Elective Activity

1. Overview

This Addendum sets out the additional work for the restoration of elective activity. This is
one of the highest priorities for NHS England and NHS Improvement following the impact of
the Covid-19 pandemic. Understanding the composition of the waiting list is critical to
managing restoration. NHS Digital Data Standards Board has approved a mandated single
waiting list data set to be submitted from providers. The Elective Waiting List Data
Dashboard will provide the visual consolidation of all data submissions to achieve this.

COVID has caused a backlog of people waiting for elective care. As part of the National
Elective Restoration Programme, we need to link the pseudonymised waiting list and
outpatient data to the primary care data across C&M to understand inequality for those
waiting. This work will be done with a view to increasing our understanding of cohorts
waiting, and considering how this information can be used to target care.
